Aone-week short-term training programme on
the ecological restoration of mined lands is
being organised by the Forest Ecology and
Environment Division of the Forest Research
Institute in Dehradun from September 5 to 9.

According to information provided by the
ERI chief protocol officer KP Singh, the officers
of the Eastern Coalfields Limited, a subsidiary
of Coal India Ltd, will receive training on dif-
ferent aspects of restoring the ecology of land
damaged by mining activities.
